Helping your child learn about shapes and objects

) />> Your home is the perfect place for your child to practise the maths they learn in
V\ the classroom. It is important that your child develops strong images in their mind

- of shapes and objects and how best to describe them.

At a young age, children will learn the names of regular shapes such as ‘triangle’ and ‘square’. The next step is
making and drawing shapes — this will help them develop ideas about shapes and objects.

Here are a few ideas for activities you and your child can try:

read to your child and talk about the shapes you see in the pictures, such as the roof, which could look like a
triangle

involve your child in craft activities, such as making your own gift wrapping and using different objects like corks
or sponges to stamp colours and patterns onto the paper

make shadows on the wall with your hands and objects and discuss the shapes you can make

create your own jigsaw puzzle by cutting up a page from a magazine into four or five pieces and joining it to-
gether again. This will get your child thinking about the shapes of objects and how they fit together
play | Spy games with your child and give clues such as ‘I see something that looks like a big square’.

Schools perform a vital role in providing a quality education service to students to acquire knowledge and understanding, pursue
special interests, strive to achieve excellence, and develop social and vocational skills. Schools also aim to facilitate and support
participation among parents/carers, students, administrators, teachers, teacher aides and persons in the school community, and
between the school and the departmental support structures.

REPORTING RELATIONSHIPS
The position of teacher aide is responsible to the principal and may report directly to a number of teachers. The reporting rela-
tionship to teachers may be changed by the principal on a regular basis to fulfil specific needs within the school. On occasions
teacher aides may report to the Business Services Manager. When supporting students with specific health procedures, a
teacher aide will be under the direct or indirect supervision of a registered nurse or medical practitioner.
MAJOR RESPONSIBILITIES
In regard to Selection Criterion one (SC 1) the responsibilities of the position are such that the successful appointee should
demonstrate knowledge, skills and ability to assist students—requiring learning support, some of whom may have special needs
relating to English as a Second Language and with literacy and numeracy skills.
In regard to Selection Criterion two (SC 2) the successful applicant should display an understanding of the protocol of in class
support of a student with high support needs in a mainstream classroom.
In regard to Selection Criterion three (SC 3) the successful applicant should display an ability to work as a member of a team, to
show sensitivity, cheerfulness, a sense of humour, sincerity, integrity and an awareness of the importance of confidentiality.
In regard to Selection Criterion five (SC5), training may involve completion of the Certificate Il in Education Support and/or stu-
dent-specific training.
THE DUTIES OF A TEACHER AIDE ESL SUPPORT MAY INCLUDE A MIX OF A NY OF THE FOLLOWING ACTIVITIES.
These activities are not exhaustive, however, and other relevant activities may be performed by teacher aides provided that
such duties are appropriate having due regard to the nature, classification level and purpose of the position.
. Interpreting for, clarifying for and assisting students with English as a Second Language.

Working directly with students with a Language other than English.

Implementing and participating in Individualised Programs, to meet the needs of individual ESL students.

Working with behaviour management, especially for students with English as a Second Language, in accordance with

school policy and Individual Programs.

Producing and selecting suitable resources for use in ESL programs.

Maintaining anecdotal records on students for use in reviewing students’ development.

Displaying respect and empathy for students with high level needs.

Assisting ESL students with sporting activities and with school excursions.

Management and stocktaking of equipment and resources.

Communicating effectively and displaying a high level of interpersonal skills to function as an effective member of the

support team.

Displaying confidentiality, tact, reliability and sensitively to students and their families.

The compiling and supervising of class rolls. Clerical assistance duties including typing teachers' notes and work programs, du-
plicating/ photocopying teaching materials, checking bus lists, collation and duplication of exam papers, recording of examina-
tion results, compiling students results records, assisting in organising off-site activities etc.

Assisting in the supervision of education activities, under the direction of a teacher.

Assisting in preparing, storing, making available and clearing away teaching equipment and materials.

Assisting teaching staff with playground/bus supervision, sporting activities and with school excursions.

Collecting money from students and/or parents for various school activities as required.

Contributing to the welfare, health and safety of students including the delivery of first aid. Where the teacher aide is required to
administer first aid, the teacher aide would be required to be formally trained in the administration of first aid, and keep such

qualifications current. All costs associated with obtaining and maintaining qualifications would be met from school funds.

Assist students with special needs, this may in certain circumstances extend to moving disabled pupils, assisting with position-
ing, assisting with meals, toileting and dressing of pupils unable to care for themselves.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: All teacher aides are required to record their commencing and ceasing time each day in the
timebook provided for that purpose.

Here are a few tips to get you started:

play number plate games in the car by looking at different number plates and making sentences starting
with the same letters encourage children to re-tell stories they have read and to share these stories
with other family members when reading to your child, stop and ask “what do you think will happen
next?” and occasionally ask “why do you think the author included that part in the story?” to ensure
they understand what they are reading if your child makes a mistake when they read aloud, give

them time to correct the mistake themselves.
