Visits to Old Parliament House, the National Portrait Gal-
lery and the War Memorial also allow the students to experi-
ence Australian history and the events which shaped our de-
mocracy.  
 
There are countless benefits to the small school environment, 
however with a limited sized cohort, comes limited abilities to 
develop the required social skills for more complex discourses. 
Attending a camp with a like school allows our students to firstly 
develop their social skills with an increased number of students 
from their peer group, a skill which is imperative for high school. 
The overnight component of school camps also allows students 
to develop an understanding of group living, a skill which aids 
them in the transition to boarding school. There are  enormous 
opportunities for students to develop their leadership skills also.  
Our camp has been designed to allow the students to discover, 
interpret, reflect, make observations, solve problems, work to-
gether, make new friends and build their independence.  
 
I strongly encourage all parents to peruse the 2009 camp book-
let with your child/children and note the plethora of learning op-
portunities available during this camp. With a ratio of 2.4  : 1  
children to adults the students will be able to discover our na-
tions capital and Australia’s largest city within a familiar safe 
milieu whilst developing social and emotional competencies 
which are imperative for their future development.
