HIN1 Influenza A
(Human Swine Influenza)

Last week you would have received a letter from our principal
advising of the seven-day time out period from school for
students returning from countries of concern that are affected by HIN1 Influenza A
(Human Swine Influenza) and what will happen in the event of a school closure.

The letter, which has been translated into several languages including Burmese, French, Simplified Chi-
nese, Spanish and Vietnamese, and other important information such as a ‘frequently asked questions’
document, is available on the Department of Education and Training website at www.deta.gld.gov.au

The countries of concern currently include the United States of America, Mexico, Panama, Canada and
Japan. For the most up-to-date list, visit the Australian Government's Department of Health and Ageing
website at www.healthemergency.gov.au

Children and adolescents from the affected countries who are being billeted through homestay arrange-
ments will also be required to observe the seven-day timeout period. Siblings and other household
members are not subject to the timeout period.

This seven-day timeout for school students has also recently been extended to children attending
Queensland's early childhood education and care services.

Good hygiene practice, including coughing or sneezing into tissues, disposing of used tissues and
washing your hands with liquid soap or alcohol-based gel, can help reduce the spread of influenza and
other common respiratory infections.

Important Update — 9th June 2009
This is an important health message for Queenslande  rs with children who

are returning from Victoria.
Any child who is returning from Victoria will now be asked to remain away from school, childcare
and kindergarten for a period of 7 days.

This arrangement already exists for children who have travelled from a country of concern.
This decision has been made following advice from the Commonwealth Government regarding the
escalation in Victoria of the Human Swine Influenza situation.
